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The Hastings and Prince Edward District School Board (HPEDSB) once again engaged in a 
partnership with EarthCARE�   An Environmental Education Partnership (EC) during the 
2006-2007 school year. The second year of the program was available to 45 elementary 
schools and 8 secondary schools. It was delivered via a partnership between Ameresco Canada 
Inc. and the HPEDSB’s senior staff, primarily through Facilities Services and Superintendents 
of Instruction. 
 
About EarthCARE 
 
EC is a unique environmental program. While it offers curriculum-compliant resources and 
activity-based learning, it is the delivery strategies that make the program distinct and bring 
success in energy reduction and environmental action. 

  
EC is customized annually for each district to fit its needs and resources and to address its 
goals. Involvement of students, school staff, and senior staff is facilitated through a partnership 
model that focuses efforts and generates returns. Students are the drivers of the initiatives; their 
ideas and enthusiasm are embraced. Teachers and Educational Assistants from each school 
have taken on the responsibility as EC team leaders. In service and training have been provided 
to offer them ideas on which to develop their school plan of activities to support this initiative. 
Building operators are trained to operate their buildings more efficiently; they are active, 
important members of each school’s EC Team. Support is provided to manage the project 
implementation and provide the training and in-service. The return on the investment is as 
much as three times the cost and these gains can be shared with the participating schools for 
their use. 

 
EarthCARE’s mission is to develop environmental stewardship at school, at home and in the 
community. Its goal is to turn energy waste into educational value and savings. Together, 
students, staff and parents are making a difference, now and for our future.

Making a Difference through Audit Results  
 
The EarthCARE vision of making a difference for the environment and the goal of avoiding 
wasted energy are on target. Based on the observations and data from engineering audits and 
feasibility studies, Ameresco estimates the potential for reduction in wasted electricity related 
only to use of lights and computers is $150,000 - $260,000. The results of the in-school audits 
completed in April 2007 indicated some improvement in behaviour in the three theme areas 
(energy, water, and waste). Specifically, the audits provided information about LOCO 
initiatives and progress. The spring audit indicated a decrease in the number of lights on that 
shouldn’t have been of 20%-age points and a decrease in the number of computers on 
unnecessarily of 12 %-age points since the initial audit in the fall of 2005.Although in both 
areas there was a slight decrease from the spring audit of ’06, the improvements since the fall 
of ’05 are still substantial. The estimated savings in LOCO for this school year was $180,236. 
(See Appendix I – HPE EarthCARE Scoreboard for more details.) 
 
Making a Difference through Actions  

 
Both the level of involvement and the degree of involvement in the program range from school 
to school and have depended on the commitment of staff and the leadership provided. 
Although a few schools had an environmental interest prior to the establishment of the 
EarthCARE partnership, there has been an overwhelming increase in the interest and number 
of environmental activities in our schools.  

We have a successful school because we don’t need to go through the Blue boxes everyday 
because our school recycles and bring Litterless Lunches. We also use double sides of the 
paper. We are promoting Litterless Lunches on April 18th and are doing a trash bash on 
April 20th. We are doing celebration assemblies. We are the school that tries hard to promote 
“Saving the Earth”. We also have parent volunteers and we could not do it without them.

Activities at the school and district level have included: 
 

�� A presentation by noted environmentalist Bruce Kirkby during the spring inspired 
students to ‘be their best’.  

�� Audits: 96.2 % of our schools completed the school audits on water, waste and energy 
use at their sites- an increase of 9.2 % from the spring ‘06 audit  

�� Many of our schools adopted a plan for Litterless lunches i.e. Frankford Public School 
has named their program- Pack it in, Pack it out! Sir Mackenzie Bowell had a focus on 
litterless lunches during EarthCARE Week (See Appendix II) 

�� Moira Secondary students created an exciting video entitled “RECYCLING”. 
�� Poster contests were conducted at various schools. 
�� Celebration slide shows have been created and shared during assemblies and 

presentations. 
�� Emission control projects emerged in several schools.  
�� Several schools sought active community partnerships i.e. Home Depot partnered with 

Susanna Moodie during a recent cleanup project 
�� EarthCARE t-shirts were ordered by over 50 % of our schools as a visible reminder to 

others of the EarthCARE Leadership Team and the work they do. 
�� Many schools participated in Earth Day and Earth Week Activities. (See Appendix III– 

Summary of Activities from sample schools)  
 
 
 

Making a Difference through Curriculum Links 
  
It has been a strong goal in HPEDSB to provide students with meaningful learning 
opportunities. Two of the five key goals in the System plan AIM: Achievement in Action focus 
on the provision of a “System of Character” and “Community Relationships” for both 
HPEDSB students and employees. The EarthCARE initiative offers a means to provide every 
student with the skills and values necessary to contribute in a positive way in their chosen 
community.  
 
Linking existing curriculum with the 
EarthCARE initiative provides a meaningful 
vehicle for instruction and the link to these 
goals. Several areas of curriculum including 
Science, Mathematics and Literacy can be 
linked to the EarthCARE initiative. There 
are also links to major initiatives such as 
Character Education and Healthy Active 
Living.

�� Web resources have provided both information and ideas to EarthCARE team leaders 
and student participants: Focus on Books - lessons plans for books with an 
environmental theme (Visit 
www.earthcarecanada.com/EarthCARE_Resources/Focus_on_Books.asp); EC Home 
Audit was developed for students to audit their homes and help educate their parents 
(Visit www.earthcarecanada.com/EarthCARE_Resources/home_energy_audit.asp.) 

�� Information has been shared with Principals through Principal Cabinets and with 
teachers and students through trainings (See Appendix IV for an example of an exercise 
given during a training session in March.) 

�� EarthCARE stories have been published on the website to encourage and support 
schools in their activities (Visit www.earthcarecanada.com/EarthCARE_News_and 
Events/default.asp.) During the 2006-2007 school year 34 submissions/stories have 
been posted. (See Appendix V for a sample story.) 

�� A series of brochures/handouts have been introduced throughout the school year to 
provide participants with useful and timely information. Brochures/handouts have also 
been provided at team training sessions (both in October and March) to assist team

Making a Difference through Rewards 

 
This year schools were eligible to receive up to $2000 from the HPEDSB Facilities Services 
for their participation in EarthCARE initiatives. Criteria for eligibility were established by 
senior staff and communicated to schools in the fall of 2006. All schools that participated 
qualified for gain-sharing; 51 schools met all the criteria. This “incentive” was used to 
purchase benches, plant material and other environmental related items.  
 
All participating schools received an EarthCARE Kit with various EC materials (e.g., 
magnifying rulers, yo-yos, pencils, post-it-notes, carabineers, mugs, etc.). The EC Team at 
each school could then decide how to distribute these rewards to those whose actions or events 
contributed to conservation. 
 
Making a Difference through Revisions:  
 

�� During the second year of involvement, more schools requested visits to work with 
individual school teams. Several presentations were also requested. Through the 
coordination of Project Coordinator, Veronica Ford, support for our schools can take on 
a stronger emphasis in the third year of the EarthCARE initiative. Many more 
assemblies/presentations can be offered particularly in the fall to motivate and 
encourage more participation by staff and students. A presentation during Principal’s 
Cabinet in the fall should also encourage principals to question/support staff and 
students in terms of the school year planning.  

�� During the 2006-2007 school year, teams were challenged to build connections with 
their communities. The partnerships tripled since last spring. This school year, more 
partnerships can be encouraged.  

�� The data indicated a slight decline since last spring in electricity savings. In schools that 
choose a primary focus of recycling or litterless lunches, increased reminders re: LOCO 
should be given. We need to continue to promote LOCO along with other areas of 
focus.  

�� As suggested in this years’ audit, regular updates and reminders and a sharing of ideas 
from other schools will be part of the ongoing and increased communication. It will be 



 

important to balance the number of emails sent out to schools to assist with their 
individual programs.

�� Help you as a parent to reduce the cost of lunches (a waste free lunch can cost as little 
as $2.50 /day, whereas a regular lunch containing pre-packaged items can cost $4.50 or

Litterless / Waste Free Lunch Tips 
 
 

o Get children to help pack their lunches with healthy foods. 

o Only pack as much food as your child will eat. 

o Use a reusable lunch bag/box for carrying a lunch.  

o Label all containers so they have a better chance of coming home.  

o Use a refillable bottle for drinks – it’s cheaper and kids can save drinks for later!  
Avoid drinks in packaging that cannot be resealed.  After a few sips, drinks are 
often discarded. 

o Use a thermos for cold drinks or hot soups. 

o Put sandwiches, muffins, etc. in ‘tupperware’-style containers, instead of plastic 
bags.  

o Re-use plastic margarine tubs or washed milk bags for veggies & trail mix. 

o Avoid pre-packaged, single-serving portions of snacks or drinks.  

o Cut big items up so you kids save food for after-school snacking or recess.                     

o Put re-usable cutlery and napkins in your child’s lunch box.  

o Prepare extra food at dinnertime and use the leftovers for lunches. 

o Minimize the morning rush (when you’ll reach for the convenience, over-
packaged items) and pack lunches the night before and refrigerate overnight. 

o Include fresh fruit and vegetables for a healthy lunch!

At a recent celebration at Trenton High 
School, Hastings and Prince Edward District 
schools celebrated both their energy 
conservation results this year as well as their 
achievements through their EarthCARE 
involvement.  
 
During the 2005-2006 school year, 
EarthCARE saved the Board an additional 
$150, 000 in lights Off, Computers Off, 
equivalent to a 1.4 –tonne reduction in C0 2 
emissions, or the equivalent of planting 46 
trees. The average reported rates for turning 
off lights and switching off computers in 
district schools in the spring of 2006 were 83 
percent and 87.7 percent respectively – an 
increase of nearly 20 percent over the fall 
2005 results. Recently completed spring audit 
results should show an even bigger savings. 
Results will be tabulated and reported later 
this spring.  
 
Canadian author and photographer, Bruce 
Kirkby was the featured keynote speaker. His 
speech addressed the role of leadership, 
character building and personal responsibility 
in caring for the environment. He talked 
about how every one of us can make a 
difference through our actions. Additional 
speakers included Chair of the Board, Carl 
Pitman, who stated that, “The school 
improvements are making a difference. When 
classrooms are more comfortable, our 
students feel better and are more alert, which 
leads to better performance.”
